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CONTEXT

The Global Adult Tobacco Survey (GATS) is a nationally representative household survey of adults aged 15 years and older, using
a standardized global protocol to systematically monitor tobacco use (including smoked, smokeless tobacco, and heated tobacco
products) and track key tobacco control indicators. In Senegal, GATS was conducted for the first time in 2015 and repeated in 2023.
GATS 2023 was implemented by the National Agency for Statistics and Demography (ANSD) under the coordination of the Ministry
of Health and Social Action. Both surveys used similar multi-stage stratified cluster sampling designs to produce nationally
representative data. A total of 4,347 interviews were completed in the 2015 survey, with an overall response rate of 97.0%. In
2023, a total of 3,878 interviews were completed, with an overall response rate of 97.3%. For more information, please refer to the
GATS Senegal 2015 and 2023 country fact sheets.
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POLICY CHANGES

= M - Monitoring Tobacco Use and Prevention Policies: Since the first GATS in 2015, Senegal has committed to regularly
monitoring adult tobacco use as part of the National Strategic Tobacco Control Plan 2018-2023. Monitoring of tobacco use
among youth began in 2002 with the implementation of Global Youth Tobacco Survey (GYTS) initiatives conducted in 2002,
2007,2013, and 2020.

= P - Protecting people from tobacco smoke: The 2014 Tobacco Control Law prohibits smoking in public places, particularly
in hospitals or clinics, government buildings, and educational institutions. Awareness and enforcement campaigns are
regularly conducted in collaboration with defense and security forces to ensure effective implementation of this law,
particularly in restaurants, bars, and nightclubs.

= O - Offer help to quit tobacco use: To support adults who smoke to quit tobacco, the Ministry of Health and Social Action's
toll-free number (800 00 50 50) is displayed on the side of cigarette packs. Additionally, smoking cessation training is provided
to healthcare professionals.

= W - Warn about the dangers of tobacco: In 2017, Senegal introduced pictorial health warning labels covering 70% of the
main surfaces of cigarette packs. This initiative helped raise awareness about the importance of quitting smoking. The larger
size and strong visual impact of the warnings are expected to further highlight the health risks of tobacco and encourage more
individuals who smoke to consider quitting.

= E - Enforce bans on tobacco advertising, promotion, and sponsorship: Exposure to tobacco advertising, promotion, and
sponsorship (TAPS) has significantly decreased following the complete ban implemented in Senegal since 2014.

=  R- Raise taxes on tobacco: In 2015, the excise tax on tobacco increased from 45% to 65%. This increase significantly raised
the real cost of a pack of cigarettes, making them less affordable. Tobacco-related expenditures are particularly higher among
young adults (25-45 years old) and individuals with lower levels of education. Raising tobacco prices through taxation is one
of the most effective ways to reduce tobacco consumption.

KEY FINDINGS

= The prevalence of tobacco use among adults decreased from 6.0% in 2015 to 4.4% in 2023, representing a relative decrease
of 25.6% in tobacco use prevalence (a 25.4% relative decrease for men and a 37.7% relative decrease for women).

=  Exposure to secondhand smoke has significantly decreased from 2015 to 2023 in various settings: at home (from 21.6% to
15.0%), in workplaces (30.4%), and in public places, including government buildings (from 24.2% to 15.4%), healthcare
facilities (from 10.2% to 6.0%), public transportation (from 14.3% to 11.7%), universities (from 57.0% to 25.4%), and schools
(from 20.7% to 12.7%).

= The percentage of adults who smoked and made a quit attempt in the past 12 months remained relatively stable (59.6% in
2015 vs. 52.4% in 2023). On the other hand, the percentage of those who currently smoked who expressed interest in quitting
decreased from 79.8% in 2015 to 62.5% in 2023.

= The percentage of adults who currently smoke and have noticed health warnings on cigarette packs did not significantly
change (48.8% in 2015, 60.9% in 2023). Furthermore, the percentage of current smoking adults who have considered quitting
because of these health warnings has also not changed significantly (31.5% in 2015, 37.5% in 2023).

= Exposure to any tobacco advertising, promotion, and sponsorship decreased from 20.6% in 2015 to 10.7% in 2023.

* The inflation-adjusted average price paid for 20 cigarettes was 700.6 FCFA in 2015 and 849.2 FCFA in 2023.

* Indicates the relative change between the two years is statistically significant at p<0.05. The relative change can be interpreted as the percentage of the estimate in year 2 as it decreases or increases compared to year 1.

Current use refers to daily and less than daily use. Adults refer to persons ages 15 years or older. Data have been weighted to be nationally representative of all non-institutionalized men and women ages 15 years and older.
Percentages reflect the prevalence of each indicator in each group, not the distribution across groups. Results for prevalence estimates and averages are rounded to the nearest tenth (0.1), but relative changes are calculated using
un-rounded estimates.
